Information, Application Rules and Process

The Avanti Award is granted by the Joseph and Frances Brucia Foundation to
recognize the past, present and future support by the Brucia family for the performing
and visual arts. Over threemgrations of the Brucia family have participated and
supported the arts. Giuseppe Brucia in 1922 pioneered the establishment of the San
Francisco Opera with a generous donation to bring the opera to the people of San
Francisco. Joseph Brucia continubd family legacy by funding the first simulcast

of a San Francisco opera that was seen by over 8,000 people in the San Francisco
Civic Center Plaza in 2003.

The Avanti Award, which means to Ogo forthO in Italian, is to encourage artists in the
performingand visual arts. It is the intention of the Brucia Foundation to encourage
and financially support individuals who want to pursue their passions in art.

The performing and visual arts include painting and drawings of all kinds,
photography, sculpturejectronic media arts, poetry, short stories,-al@ttronic
instruments, singing of any kind and one person shows including comedy, dancing
and individual expressions.

There are no age, race, religious or gender limitations.

Each potential Avanti Award winner needs to fill out the Avanti Award application in
full and submit such application INovember2d" of each year. The Selection
Committee will review each application and if the individual is chosen, he/she will be
contacted and/or invited to an interview.

Please attach to your application any letters of recommendation. This is not required
but allows the selection committee to learn more about you.

The Avanti Award winner(s) will be selected Bgcembetl8" of eachyear, at which
time they will be inform of winning the Avanti Award grant.
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Avanti Award Grants are granted up to $20,000.00 depending on the artist and their
specific needs.

January 26 was deemed Giuseppe Brucia day in San Francisco by Major Gavin
Newsom on January 26, 2007. There will be a reception on a Friday or Saturday
night in January of each ye@010reception will take place January, 2010.

Each Avanti Award winner will be required to attend this reception. At the reception,
the previos Avanti Award winner(s) will talk about their year, their goals and
challenges and perform their specific art. The new Avanti Award winner(s) will be
asked to talk about their goals for the upcoming year and if possible, show or perform
their art.

At this reception, it is anticipated that individuals from the art and performing venues
will be in attendance to see and hear these Avanti Award winners.

The Avanti Award Grants are given over the course of the year with the exception of
educational grantassociated with timelines for tuitions. In the case of tuitions, it
would be paid typically twice a year; in the case of-hotions it would be paid on a
specific basis.

It is the intention of the selection committee to be open to all forms of & in t
performing and visual arts as per Item 3 of this informational sheet. There are some
guidelines that the selection committee recommends for all applicants. They are the
following:

a. Be clear in the application regarding your artistic passion

b. State yarr goals simply.

c. Ifyou are selected for an interview be sure to keep focused on your specific art
form.

d. If you have examples of your art form, either performing or visual, do not hesitate
to send pictures and/or DVDOs. Please be advised that thesalsnatgyinot be
returned.

e. Give the Selection Committee confidence that you are dedicated to your art form
such that you will spend time in the upcoming year to develop and/or improve
your artistic goals.
